Re:  Fall Adjudication Festival  	

	You have been asked by your teacher to participate in the Fall Adjudication Festival to be sponsored by the FCMTA on Saturday, November 20, 2010 at Downtown Piano Works – 74 South Market Street, Frederick, MD 21701. 
· The purpose of this Festival is to provide an opportunity for students to gain performance experience in a formal recital setting and to receive critical feedback from an experienced adjudicator.  It is hoped that participation in this festival will increase each student's confidence while providing both students and teachers a written critique.  
· Students will be scheduled to play in a judged mini recital.  Each recital may include students of different playing levels.  Recitals will begin in the morning and continue into the afternoon.  The ending time depends on the number of students entered and the length of their pieces. Your recital time will be announced later.  Please inform your teacher of any special time requests and note them on the permission slip.
·  Students will have to be present during their entire scheduled recital.  Each student will be judged upon his/her own performance and musicianship and not judged among the others in the recital.  Family members and teachers are welcome to attend these recitals.  
· Students are encouraged to dress appropriately for a performance.		
· A qualified adjudicator will evaluate each student's performance.  The written evaluation will reflect points scored for various categories such as tempo, rhythm, interpretation, and presentation.  Each performer’s numerical score will be given a rating code.  A medal will be given to Superior ratings.

Rules for Performance
1. All students should arrive 10 – 15 minutes before their scheduled recital time.  Instrumentalists should allow more time if they wish to warm-up.  A separate place may be available for instrumental warm-up. 
2. All piano solos  must be memorized.  Memorization is optional for duets and instrumental pieces.
3. Instrumental solos must have piano accompaniment except for pieces written for an unaccompanied instrument.  Solos with accompaniment are considered a solo and not a duet and therefore the accompanist will not be adjudicated.  The accompanist may be a student or a teacher. 
4.  No arrangements or transcriptions of solo piano music.
5. Students must bring music with measures numbered for the adjudicator to use during the performance.  No photocopied music allowed.  Music produced from CD files or electronically purchased music is acceptable.
6. Students may perform up to two pieces as long they do not exceed the following time limits:	
Elementary Level: 3 minutes
Intermediate Level: 4 minutes 
Advanced Level:   5 minutes
7. A $10.00 fee will be charged for each scheduled adjudicated recital space.  A student entering both instrumental and piano must pay the $10.00 fee for each instrument.  Each student performing in a duet will pay the $10.00 fee.
